We are so excited to bring a Children’s Resale to our community!  Our goal in this sale is to follow Christ’s example in Matthew 25:36: “…I needed clothes and you clothed me…” and offer quality children’s clothing at low prices to our community. 

HOW THE SALE WORKS 

Each seller is assigned a unique number and color-coded label to identify their items.  Sellers price their own items using the appropriate tags (yellow for donations, Color-Coded tags for items that will be returned to the seller if not sold).  There is a $5 fee to become a seller.  You will receive 85% of the purchase price.  The other 15% of the profit will go back into advertising and supply needs for the next sale.  All yellow-tagged, donated items that are not sold will be given to the Community Care project at First Assembly of God (from there it will be distributed to those people & organizations that are in need). 

It is important that you read this entire packet thoroughly and follow directions accordingly. As the sale continues to grow, we will not be able to make exceptions for anyone. Items that do not comply with these guidelines will be rejected and returned to the sellers. 

SALE DATE INFORMATION 

* Saturday, April 14th from 8:30am – 12:30pm @ First Assembly of God, Gym Door (#5)

* Cash and Checks made out to First Assembly of God will be accepted.  Valid ID is required for all checks.  No credit or debit cards will be accepted. 

* Children are welcome, but must be accompanied by an adult at all times. 

DROP OFF INFORMATION 

* Sellers may drop off their items ONLY during the following times, NO EXCEPTIONS: 

             Monday, April 9th, 5:00pm – 9:00 pm(enter door 5, drop off at the base of stairs - left) 

Tuesday, April 10th, 11:00am – 2:00pm and 5:00pm – 9:00 pm (enter door 5, drop off at the      base of stairs - left)

* Items MUST be in boxes or on hangers, NO PLASTIC BAGS. (boxes and plastic bins will NOT be returned) 

* If you are selling a large range of sizes, please separate by gender and size. 

* Please look for the drop off signs outside door #5.  This is the entrance & parking area directly off of Washington Center Road.

PICK UP INFORMATION

* Pick up is between 5:00pm - 6:00pm on the date of the sale, April 14th.

* Items not picked up by 6:00pm will be donated.  No exceptions!

* Your check will be mailed to the address you have provided within four weeks of the sale.

TAGS 

Which tag to use: 

1. YELLOW tags that say DONATE on the bottom are for items you want donated to charity if they do not sell. (Note: Sellers still receive the money from the donated items that sell.) 

2. COLOR-CODED tags should be used for those items that sellers want returned to them.  Your specific color for your Color-Coded tag is noted on the front of this packet.  Please print the pick-up tag form from the website on your assigned color (NO CARDSTOCK, PLEASE!). 

Completing the tag (See Examples 1 & 2): 

1) Use black/blue ink only 

2) Complete all of the following on every tag: 

Number: Write unique seller number 

Article: Include a brief description of the item (to prevent lost/found) 

Boy/Girl/M (Maternity): Circle one for clothing items only (Circle boy for unisex) Toys do not need this identification. 

Size: All sizes must be numerical (18-24m, 5T, 2JR). Do not use Small, Medium, and Large as these items will be rejected UNLESS it is MATERNITY.  Please be sure to mark Juniors’ items with “JR” and size (ie. 2JR). 

Name: Write your seller name on each ticket, again to prevent lost/found & to ensure proper
Price: Label each item according to the following guidelines: 

*Items must be priced in $0.25 increments (ie $.25, $1.50, $2.75)
*If seller wants to adjust a price, please make a new label. NO altered labels will be    

  accepted in order to prevent someone from changing the price at the sale. 

Placing the tag:

* All clothing should be tagged over the heart (See example 3).  Individual pants/jeans can be placed 

          on the front upper left hand corner. 

* Tags must be pinned to clothing using safety pins (no straight pins please!)
* Shoes MUST be placed in large, clear storage bags. Tape the tag INSIDE the bag facing out. 

* Bedding should be placed in a storage bag. Tape the tag on the inside of the bag with info facing out. 

* Toys should have the tag taped securely so the information is visible. If there are small pieces that go 
with a toy, please place pieces in a plastic bag and firmly attach to the toy with tape or place 
inside the toy. Please use two tags for toys with pieces.  Put one tag on the toy and the other 

          inside the bag of pieces with the info facing out.  Mark these tags “1 of 2” and “2 of 2”, etc.
*Books/Movies/Puzzles should have the tags taped to them, or be placed in a clear storage bag with a


tag taped inside the bag facing out. Sets of books should be marked individually (1of4, 2of4,

etc) and fastened together.

*Do NOT use double stick tape or packing tape on any items.  

*Do not tag your items according to the size that your child was when they wore the item. Shoppers will know that each brand sizes differently and know that most of the clothing has shrunk with washings.  
SIZING YOUR ITEMS

 Girls:  All items marked S, M, L, XL will be rejected!
Infant: Preemie, NB, 0-3 month, 3-6 month, 6-9 month, 9-12 month, 12-18 month, 18-24 month 

Toddler: 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 (T & X also) 

Girls: 7, 8-10, 10-12, 12-14, 14-16 
Junior: 0, 1, 3, 5, 7, 9, 11, 13, 15 (short, regular, tall) – Make sure to add JR after the size!
 Boys: All items marked S, M, L, XL will be rejected!
Infant: Preemie, NB, 0-3 month, 3-6 month, 6-9 month, 9-12 month, 12-18 month, 18-24 month 

Toddler: 2, 3, 4, 5, 6 (T & X also)

Boys: 6-8, 7(X), 8-10, 10-12, 12-14, 14-16, 16-18, 18-20 (slim, regular, & husky)
 Shoes:  Must be securely attached together, preferably in plastic bags!
Infant/Toddler: 0-13

Youth & Adult: 1-10 

*Footwear includes cleats, sandals, boots, rollerblades, ice skates, etc.
Maternity: 

Small, Medium, Large, X-large, XX-large (Please be as specific as possible on tag!)
**Clothing not sized as specified above will be rejected!** 

HANGERS 

* All hangers must face to the left (See example 3). 

* Hangers must be used for the following items or will be rejected. (We display these items on racks, therefore they need hangers.)


1. Coats/Jackets 


2. Costumes (dress-up or dance) 


3. Dresses & suits 


4. Swimsuits
*It would also be helpful to the shoppers if clothes that have multiple pieces were on hangers.

CLEANING YOUR CLOTHES AND TOYS 

We want to offer our community a high quality resale opportunity. Please inspect all toys and clothing prior to submitting them to this resale.

We will accept clothing, baby items, toys, books, movies, puzzles, furniture and bedding items.  Ensure that these items are washed and in good condition.  Make sure your items are child-oriented and that they work.  Please review the unacceptable list for a detailed explanation of items.
PRICING YOUR TOYS AND CLOTHING 

We want our prices to be reasonable. We suggest that you keep your items at 10%-20% of the original price according to the condition of the item. Please help us keep our prices low!  Items MUST be priced in $0.25 increments. 

Our sale will attract a large number of buyers, both honest and dishonest. Incidents of tag switching are possible. We will try to watch for these problems, but can’t guarantee they won’t occur. We can’t be responsible for lost, stolen or misplaced items. Abiding by our specific guidelines will help us to control these problems.  Following the sale on Saturday, a lost and found table will be set up with items that have lost their tags in the shuffle of the sale. Please go through this table at pick-up time after the sale. All items left on this table will also be donated. 

DONATIONS 

We would like to encourage sellers to use lots of yellow tags to donate your items to Community Care.  By providing this sale to the community, we are reaching out to those in need in our local area.  Instead of driving to pick up your items, you can save time, energy, & gas money by having your items donated to our needy community.  May God bless you for any donations that you make! 

RETURNED ITEMS

Items that are rejected will be labeled with a code to let you know why the item was rejected. The code explanation will be given to you at pick-up. All rejected items will be returned to each seller at pick-up, except donated items. We are attempting to maintain consistency in our inspection process, so please do not be offended when you have rejected items.

MISCELLANEOUS NOTES

There is no limit to the number of items that each seller may bring.  Please feel free to bring as much as you wish.  Large items are welcome.  If your item is too large to assemble, take a nice photo and attach to the disassembled item.  Please note that the potential for selling an item increases if it can be set up & displayed.

VOLUNTEERS

Three hour volunteer shifts are available throughout the week prior to the sale as well as the day of the sale. If you choose to volunteer for a shift, you will be invited to a Preview Sale held on Friday evening on April 13th from 7-8pm.  Being a seller does not automatically qualify you to become a volunteer.  You must work a shift!  Your seller fee will be waived if you volunteer at least three hours during the week or the day of the sale.  Volunteer shifts can be viewed on the church’s website. ACCEPTABLE CLOTHING/TOY/BABY ITEMS 

***Toys must work and include batteries or they will be rejected!***
Children’s Toys
Games (include all pieces - in plastic bags if needed) 
Puzzles (must be in plastic bag or use plastic wrap in order to ensure no lost pieces!) 

Outdoor toys, pool and swimming accessories, & sports equipment 

Sleeping bags 

Bikes & bike trailers

Books and Videos (Only videos with child-centered themes, parenting, pregnancy, or home-schooling videos will be accepted.  Only children’s books, parenting books or homeschool curriculum will be accepted.) 

Baby furniture, decorations, & room accessories

Pack-n-plays

Bedding - crib, toddler, twin, & full 
Swings

Strollers (no car seats)

Used or new bottles (no nipples)

Kids' dinnerware

Party supplies 

Stuffed toys (must do more than just make a sound)

Diapers (must be in original unopened package)

Costumes (e.g., holiday, dance)

Accessories (e.g., tights, hair accessories, hats, mittens, scarves, ties, belts, purses)

*At this time we are not limiting items by season.  As the sale grows this may change.  

UNACCEPTABLE ITEMS
Items with stains, holes, tears/rips, odors (such as mustiness or smoke), missing/faulty zippers or buttons, broken parts, excessively worn, excessive piling or hair or missing pieces will not be accepted. 
Combs and Hair accessories (unless attached to an outfit)

Movies that skip or where the scenes are worn 

Car seats & infant car seat bases
Food (including formula) 

Stuffed animals (must do more than just make sound) 

Children’s furniture that does NOT meet safety standards 
Do not bring underwear or bras.  Do not bring breast pumps/accessories.  Do not bring bottle nipples, teethers, pacifiers, or sippy cups.  Do not bring packages of opened diapers.

Please do not bring anything related to the occult, such as Pokemon, Goosebumps, Harry Potter, Ouija boards, witches, vampires, drugs, alcohol, cigarettes, death-related themes (e.g., skull & crossbones, Grim Reaper), etc.  We also reserve the right to reject items which are immodest.
NOTE: The Resale Committee members are committed to keeping this sale extremely high quality. Please do not be offended if some of your items are rejected, as everyone will have items that are rejected.
